Called to Love ...Sinners

Luke 19: 1-10

In Luke 19, it is Passover time and many Jewish
worshipers are coming from Galilee, around
Samaria, and through Jericho to Jerusalem.

Jesus is going there, too! He has raised peophe fro
the dead, healed the blind, and changed water to
wine. Jesus is news, and all who pass through
Jericho have heard of Him.

Zacchaeus is a tax collector for the Roman
government. He is treated as a sinner. He is not
welcome anywhere. This little man stands with the
Gentiles if he goes to the Temple at times of
worship

Zacchaeus is rich, but he is not righteous, pure, o
happy. He has collected more taxes than the Roman
government requires, so he has stolen money from
his own people. Like many people today, he thinks
happiness is in having lots of money, but he is
unhappy and guilty inside.

Zacchaeus hears that Jesus of Nazareth is about to
come his way. He knows that this rabbi is different
He is a friend of sinners and people who nobody
likes.

Zacchaeus cannot see above the people, and he

wants to see Jesus. He cannot see Jesus because of

the large crowd. He climbs a large tree nearby.
From there, he will be able to see Jesus.
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Then Jesus stops at Zacchaeus's place high above
the crowd. Jesus looks up and say, "Zacchaeus,
hurry down! | want to stay with you today" (v.5). |

He know my name? Why does He want to be with
me?

Zacchaeus quickly climbs down from the tree and
leads Jesus to his house. Everyone knows he works
for the Romans, collecting taxes for Caesar.
Zacchaeus is a thief! He works for the government
that everyone hates. Everyone thinks that Jesus has
made a bad choice.

The two enter Zacchaeus's house and Jesus begins
directing the change that makes Zacchaues a new
person. Everyone will be surprised at what happens.
Zacchaeus becomes a new man.

What does this story mean to your own

life?

Remember that Zacchaeus is like us. The talk
around town is that he is the worst of all possible
sinners. It looks like Jesus will eat with anyone!

Remember that Jesus loves Zacchaeus, the worst
sinner in town. Jesus loves him, and Zacchaeus is
changed.

Jesus loves you, too, even though you, too, are a
sinner.But the question is, Do you know Jesus as
your Savior? When you are at your worst, Jesus stil
loves you. This truth is at the heart of the gospel
message. It is through His love that a person is
changed.

We attempt to hide sin. We may even act as if our
sin is not bad. The important thing is this: Jesus
loves us still, even when we hide and act as if we
are not sinners.

It is just
different! Get ready for a big adventure!

Learn from the experts!

People from around the world have ideas to help
you begin cross-cultural ministry. God has called
each of them to this ministry of loving people from
a culture different from their own. Here are their
suggestions.

Julie Kim, Ukraine

Julie was born in Korea. When she was seven years

old she heard about Christ. In 1971 Julie and her

husband, James, moved to the United States. They
worked hard and were successful. In 1980 James's

father visited. He said, “You should collect
treasures in heaven, not on earth” (see Matthew
6:19- 21). While visiting them, he died. Julie knew
his words were important. Later a missionary led
Julie to accept Jesus.

In 1991 James and Julie began going on summer
missions trips to Ukraine. In 1995 they answered
God's call to serve there. They have lived in saver
different countries. The Kims work with Russian,
Ukranian, and German people.

Julie's word of advice to you: "Patience is the mos
important quality. You must have lots of patienae t
learn new cultures and different people.”

Jay Smith, West Africa

"It is important to respect people of other culture
Respect them, their time, and their religion,” Jay
says. Visit people when it fits their schedule, not

yours. Take time to know them, to learn about their

interests, their families, and their troubles. Piay
them and their needs. "This opens doors to share
your faith," he says.
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After building a friendship, there are three
important things to explain: the Bible, the Trinity
and prayer. Bible storying, or telling Bible starim
simple ways, reaches all cultures.

Marvin and LaNette Thompson, Mali

"The world is coming to you in the United States,"
Marvin says. "Don’t try to push your faith on
people. Show it to them by the way you live." He
believes it is important to understand the cultfre
those you relate to. "Respecting others and bugldin
relationships is very important.”

LaNette adds, "Visit women of other cultures as
friends and neighbors. Exchange information, help
her practice English, take her shopping, and teach
her how to cook an American dish her children
like." LaNette continues, "Our desire is always to
let Christ shine through us."

Frances Maynard*, Central, East, and Southern
Africa

"The two most important things to do when helping
others understand the gospel are (1) pray and (2)
contextualize," Frances says. Staying in
communication with God is necessary because He
has the answers about the best way to share.
"Contextualization" is telling the story of Jesnsai
way that people can understand--in their "context"
or culture.

"Remember,” she says, "this is God's mission, not
ours; He makes the plans, not us!"

Montira Siengsukon, Missouri

Montira was born in Thailand to a Chinese Buddhist
family. She became a Christian after English classe
with a Baptist missionary. For over 30 years st an
her husband, Thira, have served in the United
States, training Laotian leaders and pastors. They
also serve with Viethamese and Hmong.

people. These thoughts keep us from praying as we

should.

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Remember, God loves each of us the same. Outside

things are not important to Him. God sees our heart
Skin color, lifestyle, or income does not matter to
God. He loves the homeless drunk lying on the
street. He loves the rich woman who thinks she is
better than others. He even loves people you find
difficult to love. It is easier to pray for all pele

when we remember this.

Sometimes we can change our own attitude.

Perhaps we do this by getting to know other people.

We might find they are really nice people after all
You may be surprised what you discover.

There are some things we cannot change by

ourselves. God wants to help us change. We can ask

Him to change our hearts. He will help us see
people through His eyes.

Sometimes other people can help us get ride of bad

attitudes. Perhaps our pastor can help us. Other
times help comes from a family member or friend.
It is good to study the Bible with others. This can
help us understand how God wants us to think. A
good Bible study book iBeeper Still: A Woman's
Study to a Closer Walk with God*.

Ask God to show you things that keep you from
loving others. Sometimes He helps us understand
their lives. More often, prayer helps us see oun ow
life.

The Cooperative Program: What is it?

The mission of the Southern Baptist Convention

(SBC) is to fulfill the Great Commission (Matthew
28:18-20). We want to share the gospel with every

person on earth.

Since the SBC began in 1845, churches and
missionaries made many separate requests for

offerings. In 1919, leaders of the SBC set a five-
year, $75 million goal to include all missions and
ministries of every state Baptist convention are th

SBC. The goal was not reached, but the idea of

giving through one fund for all SBC missions and
ministries led to beginning the Cooperative Program

in 1925.

How the Cooperative Program works

The believer is to:

» give himself to God (2 Corinthians 8:5)

* share the message of the Word of God (2
Corinthians 4:5-7)

* show thankfulness to God for what He has done

by returning the tithéten percent) of all that is
earned (Leviticus 27:30, Malachi 3:10)

The local church prayerfully decides how much it

will give to the Cooperative Program (CP). This
amount is sent to the Baptist state convention.
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During the annual state convention meeting, those
who attend from SBC churches in your state decide
how much of the CP gifts will be used to support
missions in your state. The remaining amount is
sent to the SBC for North American missions,
international missions, and other SBC ministries.

Every year the people who attend the SBC meeting
decide how gifts from state conventions are shared
among all SBC programs to support missions
efforts around the world.

How Cooperative Program money is used

* Directed by the International Mission Board oé th
SBC, over 5,100 missionaries are working with
more than 1,170 people groups all over the world.

» The North American Mission Board helps provide
support for more than 5,100 North American
missionaries.

* Every year six Southern Baptist seminaries
educate more than 16,000 students, who will
become leaders in Southern Baptist life.

» Other SBC ministries include the Ethics and
Religious Liberty Commission, the Historical
Library and Archives, and the Southern Baptist
Foundation.

To help the SBC reach its goals through the

Cooperative Program ...

* Pray. Pray for more missionaries. (See Matthew
9:38). Pray for those who already serve in your
state and around the world.

» Go. Be involved in missions!

* Give. Out of your love for the Lord, tithe and
discover the blessings of giving. Encourage your
church to give more through the Cooperative
Program.
